● encourage	changing	the	culture	of	prisons	to	be	more	peaceful	and	hope-filled,	thereby	changing	the	prison	environment	
for	inmates,	staff,	families,	communities,	and	businesses.	Our	congregation	members	have	been	changed	and	transformed	
in	their	thinking	towards	the	incarcerated	because	of	this	initiative.
